The Advanced team (11-18 years) is for swimmers with at least 1 year experience on a swim 
team or who have completed Station 10 in the SwimAmerica program. Fees for members are 
$550 and for non-members $700.  
 
The Intermediate team (9-12 years) is for swimmers who have completed Station 8 in the 
SwimAmerica Program or who have done an assessment with the coach. Fees for members are 
$500 and for non-members $650.         
       
The Novice team (6-10 years) is for swimmers who have completed Station 6 in the 
SwimAmerica Program or who have done an assessment with the coach.  Fees for members 
are $400 and for non-members $550.
